National Seminar in Romania
The national seminar “Communication in healthcare teams and patient safety” was organized on 14th  June  2017, in Craiova,  by the EDUNET Association. It was attended by 32 people: nurses and  health professionals, students, teachers and trainers from nursing schools, training provider managers and  representatives of local and regional authorities. 
The project coordinator Victor Dudau, president of EDUNET Association,  presented the project ant its main intellectual outputs:  the European model for increasing the knowledge and skills of members of healthcare teams, in Intercultural communication, Working in multicultural and multidisciplinary healthcare teams and Patient safety, the training curriculum and the learning resources created in the project. 
Then,     the MOOC and the pilot results was presented.  A brochure  with the presentation of the project was  shared.  There were organized  a workshop, where participants learned how to set up a  MOOC using the open sources from Internet,  the resources created in the project,  available on the www.ieneproject.eu website,  or  how to contribute with  their own materials to build their own MOOC.
In the last session of the seminar, key experts like Dr. Nica Liliana,  from  Dolj Public Health Autority presented examples of good practices  in the  field and  during the discussions organized, participants  exchanged ideas about patient safety issues.
The  feedback collected during the event shows a good  impact of the project’s outputs on the participants.
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
